C. Curriculum Development

Spring 2021: redesigned LMC 3226: Major Authors: Modern American Poetry for online delivery.

Fall 2020: new course: LMC 2060: Intro to Literary Studies: designed for online delivery during Covid crisis.  Redesigned LMC 3516 Literary and Cultural Modernism for online delivery as well (see CIOS numbers above).

Fall 2019: I was asked to offer a Graduate Seminar in Literary and Cultural Theory for new Global Media degree, and designed a seminar in Structuralism(s) (Saussure, Levi-Strauss, Freud, Lacan, Barthes, Baudrillard).

Fall 2019: Reworked Intro to STAC to expand historical scope, and to emphasize the role of climate change in in human development, historical and pre-historical.

Spring 2015: Taught first offering of LMC 2050, a new Sophomore Seminar in Literature, Media, and Communication.

Summer 2010: Adapted (and taught) the full semester version of LCC 3226 Major Authors to the new SS1 summer schedule. 

Summer 2009: Adapted (and taught) the full semester version of LCC 3114 Science Technology and Modernism to the new SS1 summer schedule.

Fall 2009: I designed and offered (for me, the first time) a version of LCC 3314, a Technologies of Representation class. This was not primarily a film and/or media class, but rather touched on various techniques and technologies of representation including the nervous system, psychoanalytic theory, the invention of the alphabet, Saussurean linguistics, money, “The Work of Art in the Age of Mechanical Reproduction” and the dominance of vision in Western culture.

Fall 2007: following the mandate of the UCC, I incorporated a new research emphasis in LCC 2100 (Intro to STAC).  In Fall 2007 I also developed a new iteration of LCC 3226, a Major Authors class focusing on major Modern American Poets. Was granted support to visit Newberry Library to prepare this course.

In the Fall of 2006 I designed (and first taught in Spring 2007) a, for me, new class on Science, Technology and Postmodernism.

In 2005, I designed (and in Spring 2006 began to teach) a new STAC Seminar course on Thermodynamics and Culture. This class focuses on the development of the scientific concepts of Energy and Entropy and on the ways in which notions based on these concepts circulate in the wider culture.  The class is, in effect, a response to C.P. Snow’s contention, from The Two Cultures, that the humanist ought to know something about the 2nd Law of Thermodynamics. 

In the summer of 2002 I offered to develop a number of new (for me) courses. Jay Telotte took me up on Science, Technology and Romanticism, which I have taught a number of times.  I have also adapted the History of Money class, using it as the basis for a STAC Seminar.

The History of Fire Course, which has had a couple of different catalog numbers, was a course designed especially for LCC's  STAC program. It concentrates on fire, a very old technology, and traces the connections between that technology and other domains of human cultural activity such as religion, philosophy, anthropology, literature, thermodynamics etc.  I had adapted this material to a new semester version of 1102.  But lately I have used 1102 to focus on poetry and poets as topics for research.

The History of Money Course was also a course designed especially for LCC's  STAC program.  Money is not as ancient a technology as Fire, but it is nevertheless quite ancient. It is, moreover, a paradigmatic technology of representation, and should thus find a place in a STAC program that is strongly oriented towards such technologies.

My STAC Seminar (Winter ’98, Spring ‘01) employed psychoanalysis and the developing discourse on vision and visuality in an examination of the psychology of digital media.

The Money course was also adapted for a STAC seminar (Fall ’02)

 I was an active participant in the process of planning and designing new curricula for Semester Conversion.
