Courses Taught
Elementary Chinese I & II 

The purpose of this course is to lay a solid foundation of Chinese pronunciation, tones, basic sentence structures and the characters formation.  Students will learn the topics of basic daily-life in Chinese such as greetings, personal introduction, dates and time, shopping, making appointment, directions and transportation, etc.  Texts used: Practical Chinese Reader I, by Beijing Language Institute; Essential Chinese I  by Beijing Language Institute; Studying in China by De Linchiao; and other supplementary materials including video and audio tapes.

Intermediate Chinese I & II   

This course continues to strengthen students’ listening, speaking, reading and writing.  It focuses on Chinese syntax and idiomatic usage, and expanding students’ vocabulary.  Texts used: Practical Chinese Reader II, by Beijing Language Institute; Essential Chinese II  by Beijing Language Institute; America According to the People’s Daily by Chih-ping Chou.  Videotexts: A Great Wall, by Jing Hengma; Spring Festival by De Linchiao.  
Advanced Chinese I, II & III   

To enhance students’ Chinese proficiency, this course goes beyond simple daily life focuses on discussions, reading and writing of Chinese including society, culture, current events via texts and mass media.  Texts used:  China’s Peril and Promise by Chih-ping Chou; the Independent Reader by Vivian Ling.  VideoTexts: To Live by De Linchiao; the True Story of Ah Q by Jing Hengma; and Beyond the Basics: Communicative Chinese for Intermediate/Advanced Learners by Bai Jianhua & Juyu Sung. 
Online Elementary Chinese I & II 

This course focuses on proficiency in Chinese in practical situations in which mostly likely students will encounter when they communicate with Chinese in China. The course is designed as an equivalent to the first year's classes at the university level. This on-line course represents a new approach to the learning of Chinese language.
